Partner A has displayed a set of written
directions butis not standing near the
board/screen while explaining them.
Partner B approaches visuals and checks,
- circles, underlines, or otherwise
annotatesthe directions to go along with
partner A’s explanation. Partner A moves
into circulation while Partner B provides
visual support.

ACTION: Provide additional input to insure comprehension of directions.
